Every person’s story is one unique part of a larger puzzle. When

pieced together with all the other stories in the Saint Paul

Almanac, the book transforms into a magical overview of Saint

Paul’s interwoven cultures and communities, a tapestry of

neighborhoods and favorite haunts.

The 2013 Almanac includes stories
about jailbird ancestors and ice
palaces, first kisses and school
bullies, flood-threatened weddings
and matchmaking worms, buses
and bicycles, steamboats and cars,
brave kids and wise elders, new
immigration experiences and
generations of Saint Paul
memories, Rondo recollections and
Hmong dreams, Irish ghosts and
1920s brewery workers, Bob
Dylan’s piano skills and one
roadkilled iguana—the latter two
apparently having more in
common than you might suspect!
